Heaven (Matt.13:3-8, 18-23) 

The Church at Ephesus (Rev 2:1-7) – 
Apostolic Church (AD 30 -130) – Book 
of Acts (AD.30) to death of John the 
Apostle – Church Left “First-Love.” 
(Rev.2:4) 

2 The Wheat & the Tares – The 
Mixture in the Kingdom of Heaven 
(Matt.13:24-30, 36b-43) 

The Church at Smyrna (Rev 2:8-11) – 
the Persecuted Church (A.D. 130-313), 
under the Roman Emperors - Ten 
Persecutions. 

3 The Mustard Seed – The External 
Growth of the Kingdom of Heaven 
(Matt.3:31-32) 

The Church at Pergamos (Rev 2:12-17) 
– the State Church (AD 313-590). 
Constantine decreed that Christianity to 
be Religion of Roman Empire (AD.313). 
– He is Head of the Church.

The Church at Thyatira (Rev 2:18-29) – 
the Roman Church (AD 590-1517) = 
abt. 1,000 Years of Dark Age

Reformed Church (AD 1517-1750) –
